
MINUTES

Moody Middle School PTA Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 by President Kaje Stuckey. All in attendance introduced themselves.  Due to the absence of Secretary Sandhya Kulkarni, Shannon Speidell and Kaje Stuckey agreed to record the minutes of the meeting.

The board approved the August meeting minutes without changes.

The Board discussed PTA presentation for back to school night being held on Tuesday September 29.  The following was discussed: Retail Promotions, especially Target and Amazon Smile.  What PTA has paid for supported this year including: Teacher Hospitality and reimbursements; Auditorium Project; Dances, After School Athletics, Watch DOGS, Agenda Books. Need to advise parents to go to our Website, to sign up for email communication and become a friend on facebook.  We need to ask for the Raider Fund and Company match donations and membership informing those in attendance that every member gets a member directory.  We will invite them to the October Programs and also inform them of the Legislative Agenda this year.  Finally we will ask members to vote to approve the audit from last year, and to approve the budget this year. 

The Board discussed the need to replace the chairperson for Athletics and Spring Fling.  Rebekah Fisk informed the board of person with Spring Fling experience and the board appreciated her referral and will invite her to become Spring Fling Chairperson.  

The Board also discussed ways to promote the Short Pump Mile in order for Moody to win one of the cash prizes, to be used to support the after-school Athletic program.  Mr. Mewborn will check into publicizing through teachers at Moody.

The Board also discussed briefly if a spring spirit wear order could be publicized to assist 6th grade students with spirit wear needs.  All thought it was a good idea and will readdress it in January.  

Principal Llewellyn sent a report and Mr. Mewborn presented it.  

The Treasurer's Report was passed around for approval. The July 1 - September 16, 2015 Treasurer’s Report was discussed and approved.

Kaje Stuckey also announced a policy change.  Teacher’s reimbursement requests must be received by February 1 (the beginning of second semester).  This will ensure timely reimbursements and allow for any budget adjustments needed in the second quarter.  

The Board also agreed to send the proposed budget by email for an email discussion follow-up prior to back to school night. Helen Dickinson will assist with creating a document for comments only.

Shannon Speidell asked the board to consider whether Moody PTA ought to sponsor art in education projects for the students.  A teacher has asked PTA to assist in bringing a Shakespeare program.  No decision was made.

Holly Ji reported that PTA has 253 members so far.  What our membership goal is from State PTA will be reported in the coming month.  The board discussed hosting a contest for the homerooms to get PTA members.  All thought that would help gain membership.

Communications chairs Rebekah Fisk and Helen Dickinson worked through next steps to increase email contacts.  Holly Ji will share the email list membership has with Communications.  Also Lisa Morse asked about details and plans for creating the directory and that she will work to figure out a better process for gaining information.

Justine Sherman sent a Box Top report that PTA is actively collecting BoxTops and that approval was given for anyone sorting BoxTops to get Service in Action hours.

Hospitality will host 80 faculty and staff with an Italian Theme dinner for back to school. Lindsay Layton and Mr. Mewborn will work through how many bus drivers how to deliver a treat bag for them in October. They have many events in the works for the year.  

Jeremy Ewell was happy to report that the Raider Fund collections were going well.  The board discussed the details about following-up with donors to ask for their company match.  

The first Spirit Night is Tuesday, September 22 at Sweet Frog on Staples Mill.  Next will be Chipolte night on October 12, a day off of school.  November will be Chick-fil-A and Jumpology on November 2nd and Shalini Goyal was still working on an idea for December.  

Volunteers is still collecting forms and is having trouble reading handwriting for emails.  A discussion followed about researching a way for everything to be handled on-line.  The Board will consider in January switching for next year to such a service which will require software purchase and yearly fees.

First PTA dance will be October 23 and will have a Halloween Theme:  Monster Mash.  It will include a photo booth and the DJ has been secured.

Board Members asked that Volunteer Forms and Watch DOG information be on the table at Back-To-School night.

No further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:55pm.
